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You have invested many $$$$ & put in many hours to make your masterpiece so it is extremely important to 

protect it.  We have seen many quilts from generations past in various conditions, so to keep your quilt in top 

condition for future generations follow the following tips:  

1. KEEP YOUR QUILT DRY .  Store out of direct sunlight.  Do not store in the attic or basement.  Find a 

place where your quilt will get good circulation of cool, dry air to prevent mold & mildew from rotting 

the fibres.  Store away from an area near a fireplace, woodburning stove, heating vent or smoking area  

2. STORE WITH AS FEW FOLDS AS POSSIBLE .  If you have to fold the quilt, refold frequently in 

different places so that the creases do not become permanent.  It is best to store flat.  If you must 

fold, place some crumpled acid -free tissue paper in the folds to pad it out & minimize creasing.  

3. ROLL YOUR QUILT ON A TUBE .  The tube should be a few inches wider than the quilt & several 

inches in diameter (4 ñ5 inches).  This helps relax the fibers.  A good place to get tubes is a carpet 

shop.  Cover the cardboard tube with muslin, an old clean sheet or acid-free  white  tissue paper.  Cover 

the outside of your rolled quilt with another sheet or muslin cover.  Tie loosely with narrow strips of 

fabric to hold in place.   

4. NEVER WRAP YOUR QUILT IN A PLASTIC BAG OR BOX!   Plastic bags contain oils that can harm 

the fabric & also encourages mildew when moisture becomes trapped inside.  Cotton sheets allow the 

material to breathe & also keeps it free from dust.  

5. DO NOT STORE AGAINST RAW WOOD (Cedar Chests/ wooden drawers).   Raw wood contains acids 

that will damage your quilt.  If you must,  line the chest/drawer with acid -free paper first.  

 

ANTIQUE QUILTS  

 

Air & dust antique quilts to avoid washing them.  Even the most careful washing might cause damage.  Consult 

an expert first before washing.  

Cover the quilt with a plastic screen then use the vacuum cleanerõs brush attachment to gently dust.  DO 

NOT DO THIS IF YOUR QUILT IS SILK.  

NEVER take your antique quilt to the drycleaner, throw it in your automatic washer or dryer or expose it to 

carpet fresheners.  

 

 

Give your quilt a little TLC & it will live on for many generations.  

Treat new, handmade quilts the same as you would very old ones.  

Avoid putting any quilt in a dryer even if manufactureõs instructions indicate you may do so. 

Spread a quilt to dry rather than hanging it up.
